DESCRIPTION

ARDEX B2 is a specially formulated
cement-based powder which, when mixed
with water, produces a fast setting bonding
grout for mortars based on ARDEX EB2
cement and other normal setting cement
mortars. The ARDEX B2 consists of
pregauged components and only requires
mixing with water on site, thus it provides
reliable results and eliminates inconsistent
batching of components. The ARDEX B2 is
suitable for internal and external locations
on concrete and similar suitable backgrounds,
is easily mixed with water, contains no
components that promote corrosion of
steel reinforcement and has good moisture
retention (reduced moisture absorption
into the background).

PREPARATION

The surface being treated should be sound,
strong, free of dust, grease, oil and other
barriers to adhesion. The surface should
be mechanically prepared to remove all
weak or loosely adhered surface materials
down to sound, well adhered aggregate.
The prepared surface can be dry or damp.

MIXING

To the required amount of clean water in
a clean mixing container add the powder
whilst stirring thoroughly until a lump free
creamy bonding grout of a brushable
consistency is produced. The mixing
proportions by volume are approximately:

33/4 parts ARDEX B2 powder into
1 part tap water

Approximately 8 litres of water per
25kg bag.

The use of an ARDEX mixing paddle with a
10mm chuck slow speed (400-1,000 r.p.m.)
electric drill makes light work of mixing.

NOTE: The ARDEX B2 bonding grout has
a working time of approximately 45 minutes
at 20°C, up to 90 minutes at 10°C.

Higher temperatures will shorten the working
time. When the mixed ARDEX B2 bonding
grout begins to stiffen the mixed material
should be discarded. Do not add more
water.

APPLICATION

The mixed ARDEX B2 bonding grout
should be applied to the clean, prepared
background, scrubbing it well into the base
to give complete coverage immediately
prior to applying ARDEX EB 2 mortars or
other cement mortars whilst the ARDEX B2
bonding grout is still wet and workable
(fresh in fresh).

On highly porous bases, or for heavy

duty industrial areas, e.g. factory floors,
ARDEX B2 bonding cement should be
mixed with ARDEX E 100 admixture diluted
1:1 with water. ARDEX B2 bonding grouts
should be applied at temperatures

above 5°C.

COVERAGE
1.5kg ARDEX B2 powder/m?%mm of
bonding grout.

PACKAGING

ARDEX B2 is packed in paper sacks
incorporating a polyethylene liner -
net weight 25kg.

STORAGE AND SHELF LIFE

ARDEX B2 contains a reducing agent to
control the level of Chromium VI when
mixed prior to use. ARDEX B2 must be
stored in unopened packaging, clear of the
ground in cool dry conditions and protected
from excessive draught. If stored correctly,
as detailed above, and used within 12
months of the date shown on the packaging,
the activity of the reducing agent (added to
control the level of soluble Chromium VI)
will be maintained and this product will
contain, when mixed with water, no more
than 0.0002% (2ppm) soluble Chromium
VI of the total dry weight of the cement
content of this product. Use of the product
after the end of the declared storage period
may increase the risk of allergic reaction.

PRECAUTIONS

ARDEX B2 bonding grout contains more
than 20% portland cement and, therefore,
in line with current legislation, is classified
as irritating to eyes and skin.

For this reason the following precautions
should be observed:-

Avoid contact with skin and eyes;

in case of contact with the eyes, rinse
immediately with plenty of water and seek
medical advice; wear suitable gloves and
keep the product out of the reach of children.
Avoid generation of airborne dust during
mixing.
